PRECIPITATION is when water falls from the sky as rain, snow or sleet onto the earth. PERCOLATION happens
when the water sinks into the soil and finds its way to aquifers underground. EVAPORATION is when the water
turns into a gas. TRANSPIRATION is when the water vapor condenses and forms precipitation.
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DID YOU KNOW that water covers most of the earth, however, 97 percent is salt water?
Only 3 percent is fresh water that can be used for drinking, and 2 percent of that is locked
in ice caps. That leaves just 1 percent of all water on earth for drinking water.
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DID YOU KNOW that water freezes at 32 degrees
Fahrenheit (0 degrees Celsius) and boils at
