National Historic Site

This is where the Transcontinental Railroad was finished. Before
this railroad was built, people traveled four to six months by
foot, horse, wagon or boat to get from one side of the country

to the other. After the railroad was built, it took only seven days
to travel all the way across America. Many people didn't think
the railroad could be built. Nothing like this had ever been done
beforel It took planning, and a lot of people doing very hard work.
Most of the railroad was built by hand. There were no bulldozers,
dump trucks, or tractors. The Central Pacific Railroad started
building from the west and the Union Pacific started building
from the east.

Golden Spike National Historic Site promises to celebrate all
the hard work that these people did and also to protect the
place where they finished the railroad. It is a very special and
important place and worth protecting so you and people hundreds
of years from now can come, visit, and enjoy it, too.
