4. NEVER pull a plug from an outlet by the cord.

5. NEVER use cords that are cracked or frayed.

6. NEVER fly a kite near a power line or in the rain.

7. NEVER climb a tree that is near a power line.

8. NEVER play outside during a thunderstorm.

9. NEVER use electrical appliances without adult supervision.

10. NEVER enter areas marked "DANGER" or "HIGH VOLTAGE."
