If  not,  have  your�
parents set it off so you can hear it.�
Learn that sound; it means, "fire in�
the house - get out quick!"�

Fast�
Smoke rises, so in a fire you should�
always stay low where there is more�
oxygen and it is easier to breathe.�
Use the fire crawl if you have to, and�
get out as�fast� as you can!�
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
