An optical illusion is something that
plays tricks on your vision. Optical illusions teach us about how the eye and brain work together to create vision.
In our everyday three-dimensional (3-D) world, our brain gets clues about depth, shading, lighting, and position to
help us interpret what our eyes see. But when we look at two-dimensional (2-D) images that lack some of these
