 Pinwheel

What you need: 81/2 x 11 piece of white paper, wrapping paper or tin foil,
pencil with eraser, push pin, glue, crayons, and scissors.
What to do: Print out the pinwheel on your white paper. Glue a piece of
wrapping paper (or tin foil) to the back of the pinwheel before you cut
it out. (If you don’t have wrapping paper or tin foil you can color the
back of the paper with crayons.) Cut out the pinwheel and fold the
corners with the circles into the circle in the middle. Stick your push pin
through the circles and into the pencil eraser (have a grown-up help you with this).
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
